What is Outdoor School?  
   Camp Gilmont is located just north of Gilmer, Texas off 
State Highway 155, and is situated on 400 acres with some 
of the highest hills in East Texas.  With forested areas, 
nature walks, two lakes, creeks, modern cabins, a dining 
hall, and indoor meeting rooms, Camp Gilmont provides 
optimum lodging and learning environments for students.  

  The residential outdoor school program is four (4) days 
and three (3) nights targeting  5th grade students. The 
residential program it is based on an immersion           
philosophy - taking students from the traditional class-
room setting and challenging them in the outdoor world. 
By slowing down, students have time to ask questions, 
solve problems, and discover answers.  Activities during 
the week include: team building initiatives, forestry, aquatic 
biology, orienteering, astronomy, geology, folk singing and 
East Texas Pioneering.  

Yes! The Outdoor School Day Program is a one day    
outdoor school experience available to students in grades 
K-7.  Activities include developing a plan, recording    
observations and measurements, classifying living        
organisms and  understanding their basic needs,           
estimating, observing cycles, nature sketching, and drawing 
conclusions. Students bring their own sack lunch.
