Together with their classroom teachers and an
outdoor school instructor, we gather living
organisms from the lake, study geology on the
iron ore hill, have a math lesson while setting up
a forest plot and find countless opportunities to

observe, reflect and learn.

With an inquiry based delivery, our program
assists students as they grow in respect for
nature, gain understanding of ecosystems,
observe cycles, make inferences, and draw
conclusions, with curriculum linked to the

state science objectives.
